2012 Campus-Community Partnership Award
Application Deadline: November 30th, 2011

Award Information

The Campus-Community Partnership Award recognizes one outstanding campus-community partnership that produces measurable improvements in people's lives while simultaneously enhancing higher education. The purpose of this award is to honor one partnership that has successfully demonstrated a commitment to higher education and community that has resulted in a tangible community impact. This award is designed to help increase the number and the effectiveness of other campus-community partnerships; it will also increase public awareness of and support for campus-community service programs. We hope to promote cooperation among education, community, government, and business leaders on critical social and economic issues. 

eligibility
· The Campus-Community Partnership Award is given bi-annually by Michigan Campus Compact (MCC) to one exceptional partnership involving a Michigan college or university and a community group; the $5,000 prize will be divided equally between campus and community partners. 

· For consideration of the award, a project and its partners must be nominated by a participating member campus.

· All campus applicants must be Michigan Campus Compact member institutions in good standing.
· To be eligible for the award, partnerships must have been in operation for two or more years. 
· Winning partnerships of the Campus-Community Partnership Award are not eligible to re-apply.
· Submission of this application indicates that the partners will allow the information contained herein to be used in the development of promotional material for the Campus-Community Partnership Award.  

· The contact people identified in the application are expected to attend the award presentation ceremony if their project is selected as a finalist. 
· All finalists are required to present their partnerships during a panel session at the Service-Learning and Civic Engagement Institute on either January 30th, 2012.  
· The winner of the award will be recognized at an award ceremony held in conjunction with the 16th Service-Learning and Civic Engagement Institute, which will take place the evening of January 30th, 2012 at the Kellogg Hotel and Conference Center in East Lansing, MI.  A congratulatory letter will go out in early December to the winner, inviting them to attend the conference and award ceremony.

· Brochures, reports, or media coverage (print, radio, TV or web) may be submitted in digital form and should not exceed five pages.

Support Letters

· Please include two letters of support from parties who can attest to the accomplishments of your partnership, and a letter of support from the President or Chancellor of your college/university. Please mail letters separately by the application deadline.

12. What are the major past and current funding sources for the partnership? (Please indicate which are current.) How would the partnership use the Campus-Community Partnership Award money?
13. What elements are in place to ensure the partnership continues and is sustained in the future?

15. Please provide a three to four sentence description of your partnership. This description should provide partnership basics such as who is involved, what they do, and why it is important. This description will be used to highlight the project in future media outreach and on the MCC web site.
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
