Through offering eight $500.00 mini-grants _ to Michigan Campus Compact member institutions,
the MLK Day Challenge 2009 will mobilize 1,000 college students and youth to complete service
projects throughout the state of Michigan while reflecting on Dr. King's life.

Selection Process

All Michigan Campus Compact member campuses are eligible to apply for a $500.00 mini-grant.
They will recruit participants from their campus and can also recruit volunteers from other Michigan
Campus Compact member campuses in their region.

Preference will be given to applicants that partner with local schools or agencies to recruit youth
volunteers, with special emphasis on disadvantaged youth. All applicants must also demonstrate
how they will accomplish 15% minority involvement. Applicants must partner with community
agencies to provide a service or meet a need with that agency or in the community.

Awardees’ Expectations
All awardees will be responsible for the following:
» Provide an opportunity for students to be involved in a service project in celebration of MLK
Day
» Recruit 125 participants to be involved in service activities including students, community
partners and youth
 Provide participants with the opportunity to take the MLK Year Challenge asking participants to
pledge 50 additional hours in the upcoming year.
 Register all participants, tracking numbers of students, faculty, staff, youth, community
members involved, including a 15% minority involvement
« Incorporate reflection and integration of Martin Luther King, Jr. throughout your events
» Require all participants to complete an evaluation during the closing session
« Complete a Project Report at the conclusion of the project

Staff/faculty time spent on service learning project or programming; including professors,
administrative staff, graduate assistants or workers/volunteers that come directly from your
community partner.

Room/space used for project, be sure to pro-rate for amount of time project is using space
and use value provided by the institution, can include value of utilities and maintenance.
Can be a classroom, conference room, department/office space provided, etc.

Variety of supplies necessary to run program including: photocopying, office supplies and
materials, postage, AV equipment, phone, internet, fax, etc. Use the amount that you would
have to pay.

Fiscal agents that do not take any indirect cost. Ask fiscal person and obtain the negotiated
rate for the organization.

Cash contributions, from community organizations, peers, staff/faculty, relatives or
fundraising endeavors.

Transportation provided at no cost to the project, possibly bus, truck or car transportation,
you can use the state approved mileage rate multiplied by the number of miles traveled.

Donation of project supplies including items necessary to accomplish program goals and
objectives.

Additional discounts above and beyond those available to the general public provided by
local vendors. It is best to get the vendor to note the additional discount directly on invoice.

Grants or other funds that are obtained and used to further goals and objectives of the
project.

Volunteer recognition items including: refreshments for celebrations, recognition certificates
or other items to recognize and acknowledge commitment. Use the amount that you would
have to pay.

The basic rule of thumb is that you can count most reasonable and necessary items that are
used to meet the goals and objectives of the project. It is essential that match is appropriately
documented. Document the basis for determining the value of donation. Get a signed voucher
or letter from the donor including: name, date, description of item/service, signature and
estimated value.
